4) Morbidity & Mortality Weekly Report Rural Health Series: Cancer Incidence & Deaths in Nonmetropolitan and Metropolitan Counties
In the latest edition of its Morbidity and Mortality Weekly Report (MMWR) Rural Health Series, researchers at the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) examined reported data in the US to compare rates of incidence and death from cancer in rural and metropolitan areas. The findings show that nonmetropolitan rural areas had lower incidence of cancer but higher rates of death than metropolitan areas. Researchers indicate that some disparities may be attributed to lack of cancer screening in rural areas, whether testing and follow-up care are unavailable in medically underserved areas or only accessible through health insurance.  
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
