1) Catalog of Value-based Initiatives for Rural Providers
The Catalog of Value-based Initiatives for Rural Providers, from Rural Health Value, catalogs and summarizes rural-relevant, value-based programs recently implemented by CMS, including the Center for Medicare & Medicaid Innovation (CMMI). Its purpose is to help rural leaders and communities identify Health and Human Services (HHS) value-based programs appropriate for rural participation.
2) Rural Sexual Assault, Domestic Violence, Dating Violence and Stalking Program 
The United States Department of Justice, Office on Violence Against Women (OVW) is seeking applications for the Rural Sexual Assault, Domestic Violence, Dating Violence, and Stalking Program. 3) Telehealth Resource Center Grant Program
The Telehealth Resource Center Grant Program supports the establishment and development of Telehealth Resource Centers (TRCs) which provide technical assistance to healthcare organizations, healthcare networks, and healthcare providers in the implementation of telehealth programs to serve rural and medically underserved areas and populations. Funding will support up to twelve Regional Telehealth Resource Centers (RTRC). RTRCs will serve as focal points for advancing the effective use of telehealth technologies in their respective communities and States. Two National TRCs (NTRCs) will also be funded, one that will focus on policy issues and one that focuses on technical issues. Click here for more information and to apply. 4) Rural Business Development Grants
USDA seeks applications for a program providing assistance to improve rural transportation services and facilities. State agencies, towns, institutions of higher education and other non-profit entities may apply for grants that can be used to benefit small and emerging businesses through transportation improvement, rural business incubators, land acquisition or development and other projects that boost the local economy of rural communities. In addition, loans up to $1 million and grants of up to $300,000 will be made by the Rural Economic Development Loan and Grant Programs (REDLG) for economic development and job creation. Project activities include advanced telecommunications services for medical, educational, and job training services. Click here for more information.
